     Answers In Creation is a non-profit web site, devoted to supporting Christians who believe God created the world over long periods of time.      This belief is based on a simple logical argument.

2. The Bible states that God is truth, and the capability to lie is not in His nature. 

3. Therefore, since God created the world, and he cannot lie, then we should be able to look at the world scientifically, and it will truthfully tell us it’s age.

     When we examine the earth using sound scientific principles, we see a world that is billions of years old.  We take the advice of Job 12:8, which states, “speak to the earth, and it will teach thee.”  It teaches us that it is billions of years old, and since God cannot lie, then this must be true.

About the WEBSITE

     Our website contains many articles supporting the old age of the earth.  These articles fall into two main categories.  Some are original works, looking at fresh evidences of an old earth.  The second category is rebuttals, where we look at the arguments of the young-earth creationist, and point out their many flaws in science and logic.  For many years, young-earth creationists have been the main opponents of an old earth, due to their belief that the six days of the creation account in Genesis 1 were literal, 24-hour days.

How Does our website affect the young-earth believer?

     For years, the young-earth believer has seen the old-earth Christian as a threat to their faith.  There are many arguments that they have against the old-earth position, but they can be broken down to several main objections.

     First, belief in an old earth weakens God, by saying He could not create the world in six days.  However, with an all-powerful God, this cannot be further from the truth.  We could easily say God is weak, because He didn’t create the world in six seconds.  God is immortal, therefore time has no meaning to Him.  To the weak God argument, we say this…starting right now, I’ll give you 10 billion years to create a world, thriving with animals and plants.  Can you do it?  Of course not…but God did.  Time is irrelevant.

     Second, young-earth believers point to the fossil record, and claim there could be no death before Adam’s sin.  This is based on Genesis 1:29-30 and Romans 5:12.  Yes, we believe that Adam’s sin brought death, but it brought spiritual death, not physical death.  

     Third, because of the second point, young-earth believers think the doctrines of the church are changed.  However, there is no impact upon the doctrines of the church.  You can believe the earth is old, and accept Jesus Christ as your Savior.

That if you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you shall be saved.    Romans 10:9

It does not say, “Believe in a young-earth, and thou shalt be saved.”

There should be no reason that the young-earth and old-earth believer cannot coexist in the same churches, fellowshipping, worshiping, and witnessing together.

How does our website help with evangelization

     Many people do not come to Christ because of the conflict they see between science and the Bible.
